MINIMUM WIDTHS

CLEAR SPACE

We need to ensure that we give our identity space. This area must always be 
kept clear to provide maximum visibility.  Use the width of the ‘North Arrow’ 
to determine a minimum clear space around the identity.

EXTERNAL IDENTITY GUIDELINES

COMPLETE PALMY LOCKUP
This lockup is the foundation of our identity and should be used in most 
instances. It includes the city mark with the north arrow and the descriptor 
text underneath. A version is also available without the descriptor text,  
see minimum width guidelines for use.

TREATMENT WATCHOUTS
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DON’T 
Don’t change the composition of the 
identity and don’t use the descriptor on 
its own.

DON’T 
Don’t use any strange dimensional 

and ensure you retain clear legibility 
and contrast between the identity and 
a background as this is key to meet 
accessibility guidelines.

DON’T 
Don’t skew or rotate the identity on an 
angle.

Don’t use the identity over clashy colours.

PLACEMENT
